American and International Activities, Excluding Japan

Terry Ryan and Bill Ryan both work full time for Legacy Canine Behavior & Training, Inc., a school that specializes in reward-based dog training methods. They live with English Cocker Spaniel “Brody”. Bill & Terry’s daughter is a manager at Boeing and their son is the captain of a coral reef research vessel for NOAA.  Terry has been training and instructing since 1968.  She did undergraduate studies in psychology at Washington State University.  Terry and her staff teach community classes including puppy head start, pet dog manners and behavior problem consultations.  They also conduct continuing education courses such as agility, freestyle, scent work and training games.  All of Legacy’s instructors are Certified Pet Dog Trainers.

Legacy’s Training Center on the Olympic Peninsula in Washington hosts several long-term international courses.  Numerous times a year Terry teaches the Karen Pryor Clicker Training Academy, Legacy’s Chicken Training Camps I-V and the Terry Ryan instructor’s course, “Coaching People to Train Their Dogs”.  Many of the courses taught at Legacy’s Training Center involve training chickens as a science-based exercise in classical and operant conditioning.   The students are then taught how to transfer those skills to training dogs.  She periodically joins forces with TAG Teach International to conduct corporate team building workshops that include chicken training. Terry has had long-term contracts to create and instruct dog training courses in England and Australia for the Animal Welfare League.  Periodically she teaches at several locations in North America, Europe and Asia. She began working with the Samsung Corporation in Seoul, Korea in the fall of 2008.  Their human-animal bond division has created a pet dog training class instructor’s program. In 2010 Terry began working with the Formosan Animal Assistant Activities Program in Taiwan.
Terry Ryan was Program Coordinator for the Dean of the College of Veterinary Medicine, Washington State University, from 1981 until 1994.  The programs involved the study of the human-animal bond and implementation of animal-assisted therapy programs.  She was one of the original members of the Delta Society, an international resource on the human-animal bond.  Terry wrote some of Delta’s early training literature. She was a certified Delta Pet Partners animal evaluator.  From 1997 to 2002 Terry taught ten-day behavior courses at American Wildlife Foundation in Indiana, using imprinted wolves as the study subjects.
Terry Ryan has maintained membership and held various offices in local, national and international organizations including past president and Life Member of the National Association of Dog Obedience Instructors.  She is a charter member of the Association of Pet Dog Trainers.  
Terry was one of six chairpersons who wrote the national standards for humane dog training funded by the American Humane Association in 2002 which was later published at Guidelines for Humane Dog Training by the Delta Society. Terry also played a principal role in creating and teaching a national dog training program for the PetsMart chain of pet shops.  She’s trained and exhibited her own dogs in conformation, obedience, tracking and other dog sports. Terry is an American Kennel Club (AKC) obedience trial Judge Emeritus.  
Terry writes or has written for several national dog magazines including the American Kennel Club Gazette, Dog Fancy, Off Lead, and Clean Run Agility magazines. She has written over 300 articles on dog training. Her books and booklets include:  Puppy Primer, 1990;   Leadership Education for Anyone with a Dog, 1992, 2003; Games People Play… To Train Their Dogs, 1995;  Life Beyond Block Heeling, 1996; The Toolbox for Remodeling Your Problem Dog, 1998;  The Bark Stops Here, 2000;  Outwitting Dogs, 2004;  Sounds Good CD series, 2006; Textbook for instructors: Coaching People to Train Their Dogs, 2005, 2008.  Terry has a signature series of dog training products.  Two new books are scheduled to be published in 2010.
Terry was appointed to the behavior and training advisory board of the American Humane Society in 2010.

Activities in Japan

Terry Ryan has began teaching in Japan in 1990.  In the early days she spent an average of six to eight weeks per year in Japan.  Terry still visits on a regular, but not so lengthy basis, working for several different organizations.  

In 1989 Terry was invited by the Japanese Animal Hospital Association (JAHA) to present seminars throughout Japan.  In 1992 she was asked to develop a long-term continuing education program, textbook and certification for pet dog class instructors.  She teaches the majority of the curriculum’s workshops and residential courses throughout Japan each year.  Through JAHA, Terry has taught seminars and workshops at numerous veterinary schools in Japan.  She teaches at several veterinary technical schools.  Most of the training instructors at those technical schools are graduates of her courses. In 2007 she represented JAHA at the Japan Association of Pet Dog Trainer’s conference.  Also as a representative of JAHA, Terry presented a seminar on reward-based dog training at The International Association of Human-Animal Interaction Organization’s triennial conference.

In 1990, Terry helped create a dog training center and instructor’s school, Animal Fanciers Club, in Tochigi Prefecture. Terry first introduced the sports of flyball and agility at AFC in 1992.  Terry invited the first TTouch instructors to Japan and was the first to introduce Premier Pet Products including the Gentle Leader. Terry’s reward-based training methods came out as videos in 1991.  Terry has arranged for more than twenty five different instructors from seven different countries to help her by teaching their dog-related specialty courses in Japan.   

In 1991 Terry was asked to design and implement a national Canine Good Citizen (CGC) program for Japan.  She developed curriculum and classes as well as the ten-part test currently used today.  Terry did all of the CGC testing herself until she trained other evaluators starting in 2002. 

In 1991 Keiko Yamazaki, founder “Go”, a human-animal bond organization, became Terry’s primary interpreter.  They have several joint training programs. Each year Go brings groups of students to Legacy’s training center in Washington State.  Legacy has hosted long-term Japanese interns including human-health professionals from the Japan Service Dog Research Academy.

In 1992 Guide Dogs Japan began to send some of their instructors, with interpreters, to Terry’s behavior and training courses in Washington State.  For many years Terry also taught short workshops on puppy training and canine behavior at the Guide Dog center in Yokohama.

For three years Terry wrote bi monthly training tips, managed through DINGO, an organization founded by two of Terry’s former students.  This resulted in workshop tours and the annual “Terry Ryan Week” throughout Japan. At the end of each year, the training tips were published in book form.

Books and booklets published in the Japanese language include:  The Toolbox for Remodeling Problem Dogs, The Good Citizen Training Manual, Your SOCIAL Puppy, The JAHA Textbook for Instructors, The Bark Stops Here and Leadership Education for Anyone with a Dog.  Terry has also been featured in or has written for most of the leading dog-oriented magazines in Japan.
